EW JERUSALEM runs on

friendship. Love, liberty, family

and friendship are the fuels re-
quired to keep it running.

Babylonian society, on the other
hand, runs on greed, deception, selfish-
ness, threat and slavery.

Neither machine can run on the
other’s fuels. The fuels that energize
Babylonian society deplete and destroy
Ecclesian society. And the fuels that
energize Ecclesian society deplete and
destroy Babylonian society. Thus, we
see that the fuel is an important con-
sideration. This determines the kind of
world in which we live.

New Jerusalem (aka - the Ecclesia
of God) is the great misplaced treasure.
It is the treasure hid in a field (Mtt.
13:44), the pearl of great price (Mtt.
13:46), the mustard seed which be-
comes the greatest of trees (Mtt. 13:31-
32), the leavenwhichleavensthe whole
land (Mtt. 13:33). Itis our gift of LIFE in
this age ... but most of Israel is yet blind
and has not seen it. Only a few of us —
aremnant — have seen it.

What can we do to realize the bless-
ings of this treasure while living amidst
our blind and Babylonian kindred ...
while the rest of Israel is waking up?
We can learn and understand the
meaning of “ecclesia” and“friendship.”

Afriend is a blessing. And inthese
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times true friends are especially rare.
We’'re not talking about mere acquain-
tances. Acquaintances are common-
place. But friends are people you can
trust. Friends give of themselves ...
more than they demand of you. Friends
strengthen you.

Many in our generation were raised
in “me first”homes where they learned
to be unloving and dishonest. Theywere
spoiled and trained to be unmannerly,
self-centered and ungrateful. They be-
came addicts of gratification (i.e., He-
donists). “Doing what is right” is ddined
by them as “doing whatever we want.”

These make up much of this gen-
eration. They are incapable of beingtrue
friends to anyone. They just don’thave
the stuff true friends are made of.

We are commanded to love one
another. It is perhaps the most broken
of all laws.

34. A new commandment | am giving
you, that you love one another; as |
have loved you, so should you also
love one another.

The term “friend” is misunderstood
today, as is the term “love.” “Love” is
confused with “lust,” and “friend” is con-
fused with “acquaintance.”

Oftena so-caled “friend” is no friend
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at all. Acquaintances can exploit one
another rather than love one another.
Perhaps you know what | mean. Their
ties to one another are based upon the
concern for “what is in it for me?” This
is not friendship.

The reason Ecclesian society was
lost, and now is replaced with Babylo-
nian society, is because there is no love
between the brethren. No family spirit.
No tribal cohesion. The brethren have
beenraised in homes where love of self
predominates. When we don’tlove one
another there is no trust or honor be-
tween us. Consequently, we have no
fellowship, and nothing in common ex-
cept love of money, contracts, police,
and government courts. When we see
this in a society we know immediately
that the people are devouring one an-
other. They cannot trust; they cannot
love. Rather than learning how to love
one another they learn to cheat and
steal from one another. They do notre-
spect the interests of their neighbors.
Everyone grabs anything he can, any-
way he can. When society is at this
stage there is no place for Christ's
Ecclesia, because an ecclesiarequires

trust and love. An ecclesia requires its
people to be FRIENDS.

TIME TO FIND A FRIEND

Learn how to find a friend, and to
be a friend! It is time to build trust and
honor! Itis time to quit squandering our
lives on the treadmill of Babylon. We
need to start accumulating things of
substance upon which a future can be
built for our children. Thisrequirespeople
who won't stab each other in the back;
whowon'tturn on each other at the drop
of a hat; who won’t gossip and back-
bite; who LOVE one another and will
watch out for the best interest of one
another; who will protect one another’s
property and look out for their children
in their absence; who will not abandon
ship in the first storm; who will not turn
on one another and become contentious
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the first time a disagreement arises.
This admittedly is not for everyone.
Some people were not meant to be
friends. And that's okay. But we need
to be able to know the difference be-
tween a friend and an acquaintance.
Anyone who wants a piece of the
society Jesus offers had better start
learning the meaning of “ecclesia” and
“friendship.” Being a friend is more than
being just an acquaintance, and know-
ing the difference helpsyouto know how
to be a friend, and how to find a friend.
Its either that ... or get used to being
alone and dependant upon the state.

FALSE SAVIORS

We must quit allowing ourselves to
be bamboozled by the “patriots”who tell
us to invest our lifeblood into the Beast
System.

There are hun-
dreds of patriotic publications peddling
false hope and idolatry. Everyone is ly-
ingtoeveryone to make a buck. Preach-
ers are some of the worst liars. They'll
do and say anything to keep their
churches profitable.

All of these false saviors have come
upon this land because the people quit
loving one another. Where there are
idolaters an idol salesman will show up.
Thus, preachers, con men, politicians,
etc. are having a heyday in this soci-
ety. The American system is built upon
greed and distrust; lies and manipula-
tion. This has become the norm. Voters
today admit they don’t trust politicians.
They admit that politicians are perverts
and liars. They admit that their church
leaders are debased and incompetent.
BUT THEY DON'T CARE! They don't
expect honesty or honor from anyone —
not even from themselves. Maybe that
is because most voters themselves are
debased and untrustworthy. Why should
perverts and liars care if their president
is a pervert and a liar? And why should
they worry that the system breeds per-
verts and liars?

The
system, at every level, grew from the
same seedbed. The programs come
from the same idolatry. The systemwas
conceived in sin and born in iniquity.

Like a weed, the Beast System
took root in free and prosperous soil.
Thenittook over everything, starved out
freedom, and made itimpossible for any-
thing else to grow. It has done it repeat-
edly to scores of nations and societies
downthrough the centuries. Babylonthe
Great, Mother of harlots, and Murderer
of innocents covers the Earth.

Overtheyears it hassubjugated the
people and the land. For a while there
remainedpockets of relative freedom in
America — mostly in the north and the
west—where the Beast had not yet fully
intruded. There are people alive today
in certain parts of the country who re-
call better days with relative freedom.
But that is all in the past now. The good
times are over! The net has closed, and
the fish are trapped. There is no place

to run and no place to hide from the
Beast today. With the advent of elec-
tronics and space technology privacy
is gone and no place is safe from the
Beast. It mercilessly pushes its way into
our lives. It allows no independence, no
privacy, and no peace. Its goal is to
track everytransaction, everytrade,and
every movement so it can tax and con-
trol every soul.

Modern society has turned
us into un-loving, self-centered people
who have lost the capacityto be friends,
or to find friends. So we end up more
personallyinvolved with governmentthan
with our families and friends.

Brethren, this ought not to be!

Neighbors ought to protect
another’s property rather than steal it.
We ought to have the best interest of
ourneighbors and theirchildren at heart.
But today, given the chance, your sys-
tem-programmed neighbor will conspire
with government agencies and hateful

people to turn your children against you
— to pursue things that are harmful and
destructive to them.

Our society has been ravaged by
the Beast, and most Americans have
been compromised and degraded by it.
Our quality of life has declined and our
families and communities are in a state
of decay.

THE SPIRIT OF FAMILY

What makes an ecclesian commu-
nity? Not elections and political conven-
tions. Not wars and hatred. Not politi-
cal parties or church memberships. Not
close proximity of location. Not even
vested financial interests. The lifeblood
of an ecclesian community is the spirit
of family in the hearts of the people.
Love is the only glue that can hold it
together successfully. Any other moti-
vation willfall preyto domination by Cen-
tralism.

Churches (and church camps), rock
concerts, and political rallies are not
good places to look for friends. The
people who frequent these places are
usually weak, impractical, and living on
a diet of deception and mythology. They
do not know the meaning of friendship.

GUN

CONTROL?

The U.S. government is
pushing more and more gun
control upon U.S. citizens.

The U.S. gov-
ernment exports that year in-
cluded 1036 armored vehicles,
702 battle tanks, 316 missile-
launchers, 121 large-caliber
artillery, 82 combat aircraftand
5 attack helicopters. Their top
customer was Saudi Arabia.
Theseitemsrepresentagigan-
tic amount of violence and
blood shed! Who's worried
about a few private hand-
guns?

Is this a double standard!
American citizens must be
nuts. They want governmentto
take away your little pistol, but
provide tanks, cannons,
bombers and nukes to kill mil-
lions around the world.

munication we often assume wrong
things of one another.

An ecclesian community cannot be
built unless we first learn to communi-
cate with each other. Therefore, a regu-
lar exercise of sorting, defining, and
clearing our terms and assumptions
would be beneficial. In doing this we
should be able to eliminate many of the
inflicted insanities which needlessly
separate people. Such an exercise
should help differentiate between those
who are truly impossible to work with
as opposed to those who are merely
confused and need clarification.

IN BABYLON

These kinds of inconsistencies and
insanities are the cumulative result of
centuries of mental insult (assault) by
idolatry and deception.

A Politcal Fable

ost Americans are familiar
with THE WIZARD OF OZ

- through L. Frank Baum'’s

children’s books or the 1939 motion pic-
ture, but few realize that the story was
written as a political fable to promote
the Populist movement around the turn
of the century. Next time you see it, try
interpreting the Tin Woodsman as the
industrial worker, the Scarecrow
as the struggling farmer and the
Wizard as the president, who is
powerful onlyaslongas he suc-
ceeds in deceiving the people.

In the book Dorothy’s
ruby slippers weresilver
shoes.

The M/Mderfmf
Wegard of Oz

ten by Lyman Frank Baum in 1900, dur-
ing the collapse of the Populist move-
ment. Through the Populist party, Mid-
western farmers, in alliance with some
urban workers, had challenged the
banks, railroads and other economicin-
terests that squeezed farmers through
low prices, high freight rates and con-
tinued indebtedness.

ThePopulists advocated govemment
ownership of railroads, telephone and

was writ-
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telegraph industries. They also wanted
silver coinage. Their power grew during
the 1893 depression, the worst in U.S.
history until then, as farm prices sank
to new lows and unemployment was
widespread....

Inthe 1894 congressional elections,
the Populist party got almost 40 per-
centof the vote. It looked forwardto win-

ning the presidency,
and the silver stan-
dard, in 1896. Butin
that election,
which revolved
around the issue
of gold versus sil-
ver, Populist
Democrat William
Jennings
Bryan lost to
Republican Will-
iam McKinley by 95 elec-
toral votes. Bryan, a congress-
man from Nebraska and a gifted
orator, ran again in 1900, but the
Populist strength was gone.

Baum viewed these events in
both rural South Dakota - where he
edited a local weekly - and urban Chi-
cago- where he wrote OZ. He mourned
the destruction of the fragile alliance be-
tween the Midwestern farmers (the
Scarecrow) and the urban industrial
workers (the Tin Woodsman). Along
with Bryan (the Cowardly Lion with a
roar but little else), they had been taken
down the yellow brick road (the gold
standard) that led nowhere. Each jour-
neyed to Emerald City seeking favors
from the Wizard of Oz (the President).
Dorothy, the symbol of every man, went
alongwiththem, innocentenough to see
the truth before the others.

Along the way they meet the
Wicked Witch of the East, who, Baum
tells us, had kept the little Munchkin
people “in bondage for many years,
making them slave for her night and
day.” She also had put a spell on the
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Tin Woodsman, once an independent
and hardworking man, so thateachtime
he swung his axe, it chopped off a dif-
ferent part of his body. Lacking another
trade, he “worked harderthan ever,” be-
coming like a machine, incapable of
love, yearning for a heart.Another witch,
the Wicked Witch of the West, clearly
symbolized the large industrial corpo-
rations.

...The small group heads toward
Emerald City where the Wizard rules
from behind a papier-machefacade. Oz,
by the way, is the abbreviation for ounce,
the standard measure for gold.

Like all good politicians, the Wiz-
ard can be all things to all people. Dor-
othy sees him as an enormous head.
The Scarecrow sees a gossamer fairy.
The Woodsman sees an awful beast,
the CowardlyLion “a ball of fire so fierce
and glowing he could scarcely bear to
gaze upon it.”

Later, however, when they confront
the Wizard directly, they see he is noth-
ing more than “a little man, with a bald
head and a wrinkled face.”

“I have been making believe,” the
Wizard confesses. “I'm just a common
man.” But the Scarecrow adds, “You're
more than that...you’re a humbug.”

“It was a great mistake my ever let-
ting you into the Throne Room,” admits
the Wizard, a former ventriloquist and
circus balloonist from Omaha.

This was Baum’s ultimate Populist
message. The powers-that-be survive by
deception. Only people’s ignorance al-
lows the powerful to manipulate and
control them. Dorothy returns to Kan-
sas with the magical help of her Silver
Shoes (the silver issue), but when she
gets to Kansas she realizes her shoes
“had fallen off in her flight through the
air, and were lost forever in the desert.”
Still, she is safe at home with Aunt Em
and Uncle Henry, simple farmers.
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
